Surface Preparation

Wood
Wood must be dry and free from dirt, grease and other contaminants. Smoothen surface with sand paper, then clean off
and dry.

Metal

Surface to be coated must be dry and free from mill scale, rust, grease, oil and other contaminants. For galvanised and
aluminium, through degreasing is necessary prior to the application of Hydro Wood & Metal Primer. Any loose and flaking
paint film must be water jetted or scraped off. Defective areas should be sanded and smoothen; rust must be thoroughly
removed from ferrous substrate. The area should be spot primed. Light sanding on surface would ensure better subsequent
intercoat adhesion. The entire surface to be painted must be cleaned thoroughly and dry, it must be free from dirt, grease,
and other foreign matters. Allow all surfaces to dry completely prior to painting.

Cleaning

Clean up equipment with water immediately after use.

Environmental Conditions During Application

1. Do not apply when the relative humidity exceeds 85% or when the surface to be coated is less than 3°C above the dew
point.

2. The surface temperature for application is 7°C but drying and over coating times will be considerably extended.

3. During application of the paint, naked flames, welding operations and smoking should not be allowed and adequate
ventilation should be provided.

Safety Precautions

e Keep container tightly closed and keep out of reach children or away from food and drink.

e Ensure good ventilation during application and drying.
